Goals for CfAO/Akamai Internship Short Courses

1. Prepare interns for a successful internship experience

a. An understanding of relevant background/content that cuts across the projects (TBD by short course team)

b. Practice with science and engineering skills valued by observatories for entry level personnel (informed by Akamai workforce needs project)

c. Practice scientific/technical communication informally with peers and instructors, writing abstracts, and in common scenarios faced by interns in the workplace

d. An understanding and appreciation for the sense of place of their internship, the context in community/society

e. An understanding of workplace norms and attitudes that will make interns successful

f. An understanding of career opportunities and options (at observatories for Big Island; in high tech industry/gov on Maui)

2. Provide a productive and supportive environment for PDP participants to practice and pilot what they learn at the PDP

3. Establish a network and community that supports interns, program goals, future Akamai efforts, and shares with the community
